BACKGROUND

The federal Clean Water Act requires discharges of construction stormwater to waters
of the United States to be regulated by a National Pollutant Discharge Elimination
System (NPDES) permit. The State Water Board adopted the existing statewide
NPDES Construction Stormwater General Permit in 2009 to regulate stormwater
discharges associated with construction activities disturbing one or more acres. The
existing Construction Stormwater General Permit expired on September 2, 2014 and is
administratively extended until the effective date of a reissued permit.

The proposed statewide Construction Stormwater General Permit reissuance
incorporates:

e New requirements to implement existing TMDLs adopted by Regional Water Quality
Control Boards into applicable basin plans;

e New requirements to address discharges from passive treatment technology uses
and dewatering activities;

e New eligibility criteria for permit enrollment through a Notice of Non-Applicability;
e Updated to the existing Notice of Termination process;

e Requirements to implement the California Ocean Plan and the Water Quality Control
Plan for Inland Surface Waters, Enclosed Bays, and Estuaries, including the
statewide Trash Provisions;

e Updated requirements for demolition activities;

e Updated water quality sampling requirements per the federal Sufficiently Sensitive
Test Methods Rule; and

e Updated monitoring and reporting requirements to address cost of permit
compliance.

DOCUMENT AVAILABILITY

The proposed statewide Construction Stormwater General Permit reissuance
documents are available on the State Water Board Construction Stormwater Program
web page (www.waterboards.ca.gov/constructionstormwater).

PROCEDURAL MATTERS

Due to ongoing circumstances related to the COVID-19 pandemic, the Board public
workshop and public meeting will include an option for public commenters to participate
remotely via an online platform. The staff-level public workshop will be held remotely
only, via an online platform. Instructions for participation in the workshops and meetings
through online platforms will be distributed via email to registered participants.
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During the staff-level public workshop, staff will present the changes to the draft
Construction Stormwater General Permit in consideration of public comments.
Participants will have the opportunity to ask staff detailed questions regarding the
proposed permit during the public workshop.

At the State Water Board public meeting for Board consideration of adoption, there will
be no sworn testimony or cross-examination of participants. However, the State Water
Board and its staff may ask clarifying questions. Participants will be given an opportunity
to provide oral presentations. To ensure a productive and efficient Board workshop and
Board meeting in which all participants have an opportunity to participate, oral
presentations may be time limited.
